S iva-sanhita. A work of this name has already been noticed

under No. 424, (Vol. I, p. 270), but that is a Tantra. The present

work professes to be a part of the Vayu Parana, but the MS. noticed

under No. 1678, Vol. VI, p. 252, and a number of others which have

been examined by me do not include this work. According to the most

ancient and authentic accounts the Vayu Purana extends to 24,000

s lokas, whereas the work now under examination professes to comprise

24,000 s'lokas, just as much as the whole of the Vayu Purana. It is

obvious, therefore, that the affliation is unwarrantable, and that the work

is distinct. The codex under examination is limited to 12,000 and its

colophon shows that it is incomplete. A complete copy I am told is

contained in the Library of his Highness the Maharaja of Benares, but

I have not seen it. Professor Wilson, in the Preface to his translation

of the Vishnu Purana, remarks :

" The Parana in which Vayu has declared the laws of duty, in

connexion with the S weta kalpa, and which comprises the Mahatmya
of Rudra, is the Vayaviya Parana : it contains twenty-four thousand

The S'iva or S'aiva Purana is, as

above remarked, omitted in some of the lists
; and, m general, when

p. xxiv, supra), intimating the possible identity of these two works.

according to some, the latter is the name of an Upapurana. (For accounts

of works entilted S'iva-purdna and Lagkus'iva-purana, see Catalogue
Cod.

129. Regarding the first, described in 113, Dr. Aufrecht observes :
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c De libro ipso, quern ad celebrandum cnlttim Laingicura scriptura esse

vides, in praesentia nihil temere asseveraverira
; exspectandum enim

est, dum de Skandapuranae parte, quae S'ivamahatmya appellatur,

accuratiora audiamus. Ex quo libellum nostrum desumtum esse, iis quae
infra dicta sunt, suspicari possis/ Colonel Vans Kennedy observes

that, in the west of India, the Siva is considered to be an Upa or

'minor' Purana. (A. S. Journ., March, 1837, p. 24<2, note.)
" Another proof that the same work is intended by the authorities

here followed, the Bhagavata and Matsya, under different appellations,

is their concurrence in the extent of the work
; each specifying its

verses to be twenty-four thousand. A copy of the S'iva Purana, of

which an index analysis has been prepared, does not contain more than

about seven thousand. It cannot, therefore, be the S'iva Purana of the

Bhagavata : and we may safely consider that to be the same as the

Vayaviya of the Matsya. (Analysis of the Vayu Purana : Journ. As.

Soc. of Bengal, December, 1832)."*

The conclusion here arrived at does not seem to be tenable, for the

contents of the Vayu. as given under No. 1678, and in the first volume

of the work published by me are totally different. The second volume

now in the press is also quite distinct.
