SIR,

With reference to Bengal Government letter No. 1236, General,
(Education), dated the 5th April, to your address, conveying the sanc-
tion of the Government of India to the continuation of the grant for
the conservation of Sanskrit MSS., up to 31st March, 1895, I beg to
submit the following report of the operations in search of Sanskrit
MSS. for the last three years, and request that you will kindly lay
it before the Council of the Asiatic Society.

I was appointed to take charge of the operations in search of
Sanskrit MSS., by the Council, which met in July, 1891, immediately
after the death of Raja Rajendralal Mitra. I submitted a report on
the 28th January, 1892, for a period of three years from the date of
the Raja's last report. It included the history of a portion of my
work from August to January. For convenience' sake I would begin
my present report from the date of my appointment, thus treading
over some ground already traversed.

East Bengal was the area selected by me for the search of MSS.
The District of Maimensing has been surveyed, with the exception of

the Sub-division, Tangail. One of my travelling pandits visited Tip-
para thrice, and remained there for about five months. The little

work that was expected at the town of Barissal has been done. In

Dacca, Sonargaon and Yikrampur have been carefully surveyed, with
the exception of a' few collections which require my presence for ex-

amination. Besides these operations in East Bengal, two sub-divi-

sions in Midnapore, one in Burdwan, and two in Bankiira have been

surveyed. In Chapra, the Hatwa Raj has been surveyed, with the

exception of the collections, the owners of which were not present
when I or my travelling pandit was there. Though Rajshahi ab-

sorbed the greater part of the attention of Raja Rajendralal Mitra,

yet my pandit found so much work there as to occupy him fully for

two months. One excursion was made into Manbhurn, but the result

being very unsatisfactory it was not repeated. Excursions were also

made into several places in Metropolitan districts, sometimes with
eminent success.



The areas inhabited by higher class Hindus in Ancient Bengal
are divided into Samdjas or communities, for the purposes of Hindu
social and religious celebrations. On the occasion of any ceremony
requiring the presence of learned Brahmans, thosebelonging to the local

Samdj only were invited. But on exceptionally grand ceremonies

Brahmans from other Samdjas too, used to be invited. As may be

expected, Nadia and Vikrampur, the Ancient Hindu capitals of

Bengal, were regarded as the most important Samdjas. Triveni, in

Hughli; Kumarhatta, in 24-Parganas : and Krishnanagar, in Hughli ;

Rajpore, in 24-Parganas ; Candradvipa, in Barissal ; Vishnupur in

Baiikiira, were regarded as Samdjas less in importance than the first

two, but having completely independent existence. Each Samdj had
some learned families at its head, from whom other Brahmans would
be proud of receiving instruction. My object from the beginning was
to survey these Samdjas and I have entirely succeeded with Vikrama-

pur, Khanakul, and Visnupur. The survey of these places was
almost a house-to-house survey. Not a single family, in whose pos-
session MSS. could be expected, has been left unvisited, except for

some special reason. The survey of the Hatwa Raj, too, has been a

house-to-house survey. The result of these surveys, both as regards
collection of notices of MSS., and acquisition of MSS., will be given
in the following pages.

The travelling pandits were furnished each with a copy of the
"
Catalogus Catalogorum," with printed lists of MSS. noticed by

Raja Rajendralal Mitra, a MS. list of MSS. purchased by him, and
a copy of Mahamahopadhyaya Mahe9a Candra Nyayaratna, C. I.E/s

report on the Tols of Bengal. The list of pandits in the latter

report, though not complete, was a great help to the travelling Pandit,

by pointing out to him where to go. Several learned Pandits and

respectable gentlemen in the Mofussil afforded willing help to the

Pandits and gave them much assistance. Of these, my thanks are

principally due to Pandits Prasanna Kumar Vidyaratna, the Secretary
to the Sarasvat Samdj, Dacca, and Pandit Qambhu Candra Vidya-
ratna, brother of the late lamented Pandit I9vara Candra Vidya-
sagara, Bharat Ramanuj Das, the Mohanta of Candra Kona, Babu
Dine9 Candra Sen, Head Master, Victoria School, Comilla and to

Babu Girindranath Datta, Superintendent, Hatwa Raj. Pandit Kali-

krsna Vidyavinod of Krshnapura, Sonargong, went so far as to

send me 20 notices of MSS., prepared by himself, from various parts
of Dacca, where my Pandits failed to obtain access. Pandit Bahu-
ballabh Chatterji, of Benares, also sent some notices to help me, and
the Council has been pleased to appoint him in their Meeting of

February last, to write notices on contract.

MSS. are found with two classes of men, namely, with wealthy
men and with Pandits. Of the collections with rich men, five were
examined during the period under review, viz., Hatwa Raj collection,
Candra Kona collection, Roail collection, Majpara collection, and
the Qrinagara collection.

I myself examined the Hatwa collection, kept in the Temple of



Gopaljl, in a hall named Sarasvati Bhavan, the abode of SarasvatI,
the goddess of learning, kept apart for the library, and for the study
of the Vedas. There are about 400 bundles, but many of these con-
tain printed books, there being a superstition prevalent in that part
of the country, that Sanskrit works should not remain without co.

The Collection is new, made during the Maharaja's lifetime, who takes
a lively interest in them and knows almost every MS. by name, and often

gives interesting accounts of the places from, and the circumsta
under which, the originals were collected, There are two scrilj-.s

employed by the Maharaja, one a Kashmiri and the other a Hindustani

Brahman, who copy MSS. for him. There are many Purdnas, but
there is no new feature in them. There is an interesting collection of

MSS. of the MdhdtmyaSj i.e., on the sacredness of different place

pilgrimage. Wherever the Maharaja goes on pilgrimage he takes par-
ticular care to obtain a copy of the Mdhdtmyas of the place. Of

these, the Miyrita Mdhdtmya is extremely interesting. Dadnici agreed
to give his own heart-bone to the gods, to make the thunder with,
for the destruction of their great foe, Vrtra. There was no time to

lose, but Dadhici desired to bathe in all the Tirthas before expiring.
The gods, therefore, asked all the Tirthas to come together where Dad-
hici was, in the Naimisha forest on the Gomati, and the Tirthas, in

coming together, mixed up their waters, thus giving rise to the Migrita
Tlrtha. There are some works of the Nimbarka School of the Ved-
anta philosophy, such as, Svadharmdmrta-sindhu, Veddntaratnamdld, by
Ananta Bhatta, not known to Aufrecht, and some valuable commen-
taries by Ke9ava Bhatta. There is a more valuable collection of works
of the Nimbarka School, in the Monastery at Koiladeva, which has

not been as yet examined owing to the absence of the Mohanta at

Vrndaban. The Maharaja's library is in charge of one of the Pandits

of the Maharaja's Sanskrit College, kept within the temple compound.
It has a nominal catalogue for convenience of reference.

The Roail family of Dacca have been known for the last four or

five generations as the great encouragers of Sanskrit learning. Old

pandits still speak in high praise of the munificence of Rajmohan Ray.
In this family, about 400 bundles of MSS. have been preserved. There

are some Tdntrik works in this collection which are unique. Of these,

fivddvaita Taraygini and Tikshndkalpa, are unknown to Aufrecht.

There is, however, a very interesting work, entitled Sdbhd Kau*tulh,

by Ramnarayana Mitra Dasa, a Kayastha, a work in nearly 5,000

Qlokas. This was composed in Aurangzeb's time, under the order of

Harinarayan Ray, who held the important position of Bangadhikurl
at Dacca. The present codex was transcribed in 1679, A.D. It gives

a faithful idea of what an amount of knowledge was expected from

an educated Bengali gentleman of those days. The MSS. are kept in

a masonry room, and great care is taken for their preservation.

A third collection was examined at Qrinagara, in Dacca, in the

house of the local zemindar, Babu Rajendranarayau Basu, in which

was found one unique work, Kacitattva Prakapika, by Raghuiiatheiidra

Qiva Yogi, not known to Aufrecht. There are about 500 codices in



this collection. It contains a unique grammar, Kaldpasdra, by a

modern Pandit, Biimkumara Yidyabhusana.
The collection at the Math at Candrakona, in the Ghantal Sub-

division of Midnapore, contained about 500 bundles, kept with great care

in the Math building. Tne Mohanta, Bharata Bamanuja Das, as the

name shows, belongs to the Bamanuja School of Yedantists. He has

some love for collecting MSS., and was assiduous in helping the

travelling Pandit in obtaining information of, and getting access to,

private collections. Among other works, Ndrdyandrccdratnamdld, by
Gosvamin, Upavanavinoda, Jdnaklgltd,}^ Qrihari Acaryya, in imitation

of Gitagovinda, Adhikdra Samgraha, by Yenkatanfitha Yedantacaryya,
with a commentary entitled Vratabodhavrtti, by Yaisnava, are not

found in Aufrecht's "
Catalogus Catalogorum."

At Majipara, in Dacca, in the family of Babu Basaviharl Bay, a

relation of Babu Tarakicor Bay, the Deputy Inspector of Schools, Dac-

ca, were found some very rare tdntrik works, namely, Agamatattva-

vildSj by Baghunath Tarkavagiga ; and Kdtisarvasva Samputa, by
(Jrikrsna Yidyalarjkara, Kdlasamhitd and Mahdmoksatantra.

Of the MSS. in the possession of Pandits and Yaidyas, the lar-

gest collection was found in the house of Pandit Candrakanta Tarka-

lankara, of Serpore in Mymensing. It is kept in a mat-house, but is

taken great care of. It contains a large number of works on the

Kalapa School of Sanskrit Grammar. Aqaucadipikd, by 5yamasundar,
and Mrtyunjayagitd, are unique.

The late Pandit Bama-niranjana Svarni, of i9va;
in Hatwa, pos-

sessed a large collection of MSS., which is now in the hands of

Baghavaprasad Mi9ra. Bamaniranjan renounced the world and be-

came a Sannyasi, and the Maharaja had the highest regard for him. His

Tol, or the hut in which he used to teach, has been converted by the

Maharaja into a respectable masonry building, for the teaching of

Sanskrit. The MSS. are kept in a big wooden chest, and number
about 200. The collection contains many unique works, such as

Nirnaydmrta, by Bam Candra, Bhaisajya-rasdmrta Samhitd, by
Upeiidra, Manolidrim, by Udayakara, a complete Commentary on
Naisadha Carita, Datta 8iddhdnta MaHjarlj by Valakrsna.

Pandit Jagadev, of Harapur, in Hatwa, has a large collection of

Jyotisa works, of which Muhtirttdbh&iana, by Bama-sevaka Trivedi;

Daivajna-manohar, by Laksmidhar, are unknown to Aufrecht.

Gopal CakravarttJ, the commentator of Qrimad-bhdgavat and

Adhydtmya Rdmdyana is a well-known person in Midnapore. He nou-
rished about 150 years ago, at Jadupore, in the Ghantal Sub-division.

With this family was found a large collection of MSS., in the posses-
sion of Bajendra Gosvaml. The collection is remarkable for the large
number of Puranas and Tantras it contains. It contains a large work
on Jyotisa, entitled Jyotlratna, which is unique.

Nydya Siitroddhdra, by Yacaspati Mira, is a very remarkable

work, showing the Sutras of Gautama, which Yacaspati con-
sidered as authentic. It has been found at Kuran, in the Ghan^al
Sub-division, with Pandit Ambikacaraii Yidyasagara. With this



Pandit has also been found a work, entitled Nalyadharma Pradfjm,
by Krparama, who nourished, near Calcutta, in the last century.

Tdrdrahasya, by Rajendra, unknown to Aufrecht, was found at

Ajavanagar, in the collection of Pandit I9an-candra Yftcaspati.

Quddhi Muktiii'iilJ, by BhTm
; Jyotihsdra ami Quddhi^addpikd, ly

Krsnadeva SmartavagT9a, were found with Pandit Guruprasanna
Yidyaratna, in Radhanagar, Pargana Mfigdi.

The Garbeta Sub-division of Midnapore was long < -das
the headquarters for the study of Jyotisa in Bengal, and the village of

Khunveda was long regarded as the chief place in the Par<rana for it s

study. AykddarQa, by Krparama; Aykacnddmam, by Borahamihiraj
Arthakaumudi, a commentary on the Quddhidlpikcl, of Qrmivasa, by
Ganapatibhatta ; Dipikdprakdfa, by Yisnudatta, a commentary on

Quddhidapikd, of Qrinivasa ; Bhdvdrtha Manjarl, a commentary on tlio

Jdtakapaddhatif of ^ripati, by Acyuta; A'yuhprabodhiiu ) 'by Radhftkr-

sna, are works on Jyotisa found in this place, unknown as yet to the

learned world even by name. Nakdrapradipa, by Sarasvati Kan-
thabharana a work on Grammar ; Tantrardja, by Kagiram Yacaspati,
were also found at the same place.

Khanakul-Krsnanagar, in the Jahanabad Sub-Division of the

Hugli District, was long regarded as the head of a Pandit Samdj in

Western Bengal. Narayana Banerji, and his son Krsnadeva, raised

the Samdj to great eminence by their numerous works on modern Smrti.

Smrtisarvasvaj by Narayana Banerji, is regarded as a hand-book for

reference by those who follow Raghunandan. Khanakul is still re-

garded as a place of Sanskrit learning. Our work at this place is

still incomplete, because the travelling Pandit visited the place during
last year's imiundations, and at a time when one of the chief family of

Pandits was plunged in deep sorrow, owing to the loss of an only son.

Tantra SamksiptacandriJcd, by Bhavani9ankar, andKripadavivarana,

by Raghuvlra Banerji ; TithwiveJcattkd, by rinatha Acaryya
Cudamani Vdsantiviveka, by ^ulapani, in Jyotisa, were the only unique
works as yet found there.

Bhciktijaydrnava, by Raghunandan, QiqulocJian, by Mukundarama,
Gunavivrtiviveka, by Vidyavagi9a ; Dattakatattvanirnaya, by Hari-

natii Mi9ra, Kd$iblidsydmrta, by Ramaratna ; and Smrtitatti-a-

nirnaya, by Rambhadra, were unique works found in Maimensing.

Gupta Vrinddvanarahasya, by Haricaran ; Govinda Kalpalatd, by
^amiracaryya, Caitanya vildsdmrta, by Nandakumar Gosvami; Man-
traratndvali, by Yidyadhar ; Bhaktirasdrnava,, by Krsnadas, were

found at Yishnupur in Bankura. Jfieydrthasdra, by Krsna, an

elaborate treatise on the various topics of the Hindu Qdstras ; Jiltukn-

dipa, by Lauhitye9vara Sen, Cikitsdratna. by Jaganiiatha Datta, and

Cikitsdsdradtpikd, by Harananda; Mugdhabodha, by Raghunandan
three works on Hindu Medicine, Narajanma-laksan,l)y Yidhyarnava,

Sarvasddhdrana Pramdnatattva, and Vdkyagovinda, by Rame9vara
Sen, Vararucivrtti, by Yararuci ; Vaidya-manoramd, by Ranikrsna

Bhatta, Vaidyavallabh, by QAanta Das, Harikelfkaldvati, a poem ;

Jogdkalpalatikd, by Raingati Sen ; Raliasijartliapmltara, by Jagadi^a ;
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Dipikdprakd$a, by Raghavacaryya ; Rasakalpalatd, by Mahananda ;

Candradiita, a poem by Qrikrsna Tarkalarjkara ; SadvaidyabhdvdvaU,
by Jagannath G-upta ; Bhramaraduta, by Eudra Nyayavacaspati,
Kiraduta, by Ramgopal ; Tithyddividhisamgraha, by Raghuttama
Tarka9ironiani ; Karmopadega, by Qivaram Tarkapancanan, fM-
rdhnikdcdrasdra, by Jadavendra Qarma, written by the order of

Raghudeva, who is termed {

G-aucJa-mahimahendra/ were found at

Dacca.

Svargasddhan, by Raghunandan Bhattacharyya, at my own
house at Naihati, Hkdda$i-wveka, by Qulapani, at Barisal, Pratyaksa-
didhitiprasdrim } by Krsnadas Sarvabhauma, at Bhatpara, Brahma-
samskdra manjari, by Narayan, the founder of the Bhatpara Thakur

family, Qrdd'dhadlpikd, by Bhima, at Visuupur, Qri Rddhdsudhdni-

dhi, by Hita-harivarii9a Gosvami ; Qrdddhapradipctj by Pradyumna-
caryya, copied in 1526, are some of the other works not found in

Aufrecht.
In enumerating unique works in the above, no notice has been

taken of the new tikds on Devimdhdtmya, Anandalaharistotra, Mahim-
nahstava, and Amardkosa, which are to be found almost everywhere.
These four works, were, in fact, the great favourites with the Pandits of

Bengal.
The works mentioned in the "

Catalogus Catalogorum
"

may be
divided into three classes: Works fully described by well-known
scholars like Weber, Aufrecht, Eggeling, Peterson, Biihlar, Bhandar-

kar, and Raja Rajendralala ; works described in mere lists like those

of Oppert, Deviprasad, Dhundhiram and others; and works known
only by quotations. I have not as yet mentioned any works of any of

these three classes. The works mentioned above are perfectly un-

known to the author of the "
Catalogus." I have taken pains to

exclude works already fully described by any competent scholar.

The majority of the notices made during the three years under review

belong to the second and third classes of works mentioned above.

The notices made up to date amount to nearly 1,400. Of these,
about 100 are notices of Jaina works, from Benares. One hundred,
of Vedic works coming from the same place. About 150 Jyotis

works, mostly from the Bagti Pargana, in Midnapore, 100 Tantrika

works from Vikrampur and other places in East Bengal, 100

notices of works already in the G-overnment Collection, and the

rest are from various parts of Bengal on the subjects of Nydya, Smrti,

Kdvya, Vydkarana, and so on. These notices will form three volumes,
the contents of which have been alphabetically arranged and are

ready for the Press; unfortunately, I have not yet been able to

finish the index volume of Raja Rajendralala Mitra's work. It is

very difficult to correct the list of Manuscripts left by the late Raja.

Many Manuscripts have been given fanciful names, and I have often

to read the whole volume through to ascertain the real name of a work.

For instance, there is a MS. which is registered as Prati$rayaddnarfi) l>ut

that is the name of only the last chapter of the work which runs through
about a page. Each leaf of the MS. contains the initials of the name, Da.



Ma. I worked through the codex and could not fix any name to it, and I

remained satisfied with giving a description only. The first and the last

leaves of old palm-leaf MSS. are often worn off. If so, it becomes ex-

tremely difficult to ascertain the name of the work. A Nydya MS.
was brought to me one day, and I sent it to the Pandits of Bhatpiirii,
but in vain. But in working through it, I at last found it to be
Varddhamana's Commentary on NydyaTtusurndfliaU. While passing
this list of MSS. through the Press, 4, 5 or 6 MSB. are almost every
day sent me to my office from the Society's Kooms by my Pandit, and
I have to work through them.

The number of Manuscripts purchased during the three years
under review, is 930. Of these the most important come from Nepal ;

their number is sixteen. Eight of them are Buddhist works, and ei^lit

Hindu. Eight of these works are absolutely unknown to the world ;

and none of these sixteen were copied later than the year 1500 ; some

(hiting so far back as 1026. The most important Buddhist works
are Commentaries on the Bodhicaryydvatdra, a work on the ancient
For in of the Mahayan School, published 20 years ago by Professor

Aiinayeff, of St. Petersburg!!. I have purchased two codices of the

commentary, one ending with the ninth chapter, and the other con-
1 sindng a commentary on the ninth and the most important chapter
only. The former is in the Nepalese, and the latter in the Maithili

character. The first was copied in the year 1078, A.D., and the latter

during the fourteenth century of the Christian era. The commentary
was written by Prajnakara rljnana, and the copyist appears to have
been a pupil of his, because in mentioning the name of the commentator,
the copyist always speaks of him as Prajnakara Tatapadanam. The com-
mentator was a contemporary of, and, most probably, a disciple to Dlpaij-
kara QrijnSna, or Atisha, who in 1066 introduced the Mahayana form
of Buddhism into Tibet. The Commentary is in beautiful Sanskrit,
and clearly explains many of the abstruse doctrines of the Mahayana
School. The second Buddhist work entitled Buddha-kapdla-tlkd is a

Commentary by Abhaya Kar, on the Buddha-kapdla-tantra which is

known only by name. The commentator belonged to the Monastery
of Vikrama9ila, and the present codex was copied by one of his

pupils, not later than the twelfth century. The third work is Sam-

putodbhava, in prose, copied in the year 1026. The fourth is Bajradd-
katantra, but the MS. is not complete. The fifth is an ancient but
mutilated copy of the Kuladattapafijikd, a work on Buddhistic temple-

building. There is a modern copy of this in the Hodgeson Collection

of the Asiatic Society's Library.
Of the Hindu works, the most important is an ancient fragment

of a metrical version of the Vrhatkathd. The chapters of this work
end with the colophon Vrhat-kathdydm Qlokasariigrahe, &c. From
this it appears that Gunadhya's great Pai9acf work in prose, was tran-

slated into Sanskrit verse, before it was abridged by Ksemendra, or

Somadeva Bhatta.

The second work is a collection of short Puranas in honour of Qiva.
These are Qivapadma, in 12 chapters; Qivapadmottara, in 12 chapters;
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Qivapadinasamgralia ,
in 12 chapters; Umamahe$var samvdd in 21

chapiters; Qivopnihsad, in 8 chapters; and Uttarottartantra, in 10

chapters.
The other Hindu works are all well known, but their importance

in this collection, lies in their ancient date. There is a copy of Amara-
kosa, dated 1185; a copy of cantfakauQika, dated 1331 ; a copy of

Quddhiratndkara, of the fourteenth century ; and a copy of Samgitarat-
ndkara, dated 1381.

The number of Kacmira MSS. in the Goverment Collection here
is very small, and so advantage was taken of Dr. Grierson's short stay
at Ka9mir, in 1893, to procure through the good offices of Mr.
Rsivar Mukherji, Chief Justice of Ka^mir, a number of these MSS.
Some of these are in birch-bark, others in paper, some in ancient, and
others in modern, Sarada character. As a rule, the birch-bark MSS.
are more ancient than the paper MSS. The birch-bark MSS. are un-

fortunately not in good preservation. The number of MSS. obtained

is twelve, a description of these is given below :

1 . Bdldbodhini, by Jagaddhara, in birch-bark, appears to be very
ancient. The vendor has put it down as 1041, A.D., but there is

nothing in the MS. itself to show that it belongs to such an ancient

date. It has neither beginning nor end ; many of the leaves are

broken asunder in the middle, and some of the leaves stick together ;

in others, portions of the writing have peeled off. The work is said

to belong to the Katantra School of Grammar. Biihler purchased
three copies of this work but none appear to be so ancient as the

present Codex.

2. The next MS. in birch-bark is a copy of Naisadhacarita,

by riharsa, with the commentary of Narahari, entitled Naisadha

Dipikd. The 9odex has no beginning, it ends with the eleventh

canto. The vendor puts it down at 1141, A. D., But at the end of

the ninth canto, it is said that the work, Naisadha Carita, was in-

troduced into Ka9imr during the reign of Sikandar Shah, who

reigned from 1496 to 1519, A. D., and was one of the greatest icono-

clasts.

From this it appears certain that the MS. was transcribed after

Sikandar Shah's time.

3. The third brich-bark MS. is a Commentary on Suryya ndma
sahasra, by Kama Nath, who is dignified with the title of Parama
Vedantavit. Both the work and the Commentary are rare ; the

text belongs to Bhavisyat Purdna. It appears that several works
were bound together in one volume, of which only the portion con-

taining Suryya ndma sahasra has been preserved. It was preceded
by Qarjkara's Commentary on Visnu sahasra ndma3 of which the

last few lines only have been preserved.

4. The fourth birch-bark MS. is said to be Narapati jayacaryyd-
tlkd, a work on Hindu Astrology ; but on examination, the volume,
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which is in the worst preservation, proved to contain incomplete copies
of several works on Hindu Astrology, such as Narapati jay<"'<tryyt7, bv
Narapati ; Jyotisa ratnamdld, by Qrlpati; SdrdvaU, by Kalyana Barimi,
and others. The MS. seems to be very old, and may, if carefully ex-

amined, yield important results.

5. The fifth MS. from Ka9mlr is in paper, like the rest ; it is

named Laghutrayi, and contains short notes by Vallabha deva, on

Raghuvamsa, Kumarsambhava, and Meghaduta. Vallabha Deva, Ma
commentator, is scarcely known.

6. Qisyahitdnyds, by Ugrabhuti, complete ; a commentary on
the Katantra Grammar.

7. SubhdsitdvaU, a mere fragment.
8. Kusmdrufa Mantra-tiled. The Kusmanda Mantra is from the

Tayurveda. The commentary is absolutely new; the name of the author
is not given.

9. A bundle of MSS. containing different Tantrika treatises of

various extent. A very rare work, Agamakalpalatikd, has only two
Patalas in this Codex.

10. Rudrablid$ya, by Hari datta Mi9ra, is a commentary on the
well-known Rudrddhydya belonging to the Tayurveda.

11. Kdvyaprakdga, complete in ten Ulldsas, with notes written
between the lines and in the margin.

12. Stutikusumafijali, by Jagaddhar Bhatta, with the commen-
tary by Ratnakantha, an inhabitant of Ka^mir. This is a poem in

praise of iva in 39 chapters.

MANUSCRIPTS OF WORKS COMPOSED IN BENGAL.

Sanskrit Manuscripts in Bengal, naturally divide themselves into

two classes, works written in Bengal, and works written abroad.
The search for Sanskrit Manuscripts in Bengal is concerned more
intimately with the former than with the latter, though it cannot at

all ignore the existence of the latter class of Manuscripts. The his-

tory of the former class of manuscripts is the history of the intellec-

tual activity of Bengal. Of course, the work in Bengal, in this con-

nection, includes Mithila, Orissa, and Magadha also. Works written
in Magadha were mostly Buddhistic, and it would be in vain to search
for them in the province.

There is no doubt that Bengal and Eastern India generally, were
a Buddhist-ridden country. As early as the reign of Apoka, Paundra-

varddhana, where his brother Vita-poka was interned, was a Buddhist

city. Some of the greatest Buddhist philosophers were born in Ben-

gal ; such as Qilabhadra and his nephew, who presided over the Great

Monastery at Nalanda for nearly a hundred years, were natives of

Samatata, in Bengal. Brahmanic civilization was introduced into

the country by the five Brahmans brought by Raja Adi9ur from Ko-
lafica in Kannauj. The dynasty founded by Adi9ur is said to have
been anti-Buddhistic. One of the kings of this dynasty went so far

as to destroy the primeval Bo tree, under the shades of the spreading
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arms of which Lord Buddlia obtained Bodhi knowledge. The perse-

cuting zeal of this monarch, named Qacanka, or Qacadhar, induced
him to dig out the roots of the tree and to pour honey into the

holes, so that the ants might destroy the vitality of the remaining roots.

The Brahmans came to Bengal ; they came to propagate Hinduism and
to oppose Buddhism. The Brahmanic genealogies often record the

victory of Brahmans in disputation with Buddhist monks. The

spread of Brahmanism in Bengal, in fact, dealt a death-blow to Bud-
dhism in India. Buddhism retired from the other provinces of India

under the influence of the Vedanta philosophy and the monkish followers

of Qarjkaracaryya ; but its great stronghold in Eastern India still re-

mained. The Maithils, and the descendants of the five Brahmans,
assailed them there, not with the weapon used by Qankaracaryyaand his

followers, but with weapons of a very different nature; weapons be-

fore which both the Qimyavada of the Buddhists and the Non-dualism
of (Ankara gave way. Living in the midst of strange and non-Brah-

manic surroundings, the descendants of the five Brahmans soon gave
up the regular study of the Vedas, and confined their knowledge of these

to the recital and proper understanding of a few Mantras used in their

religious sacraments and ceremonies. (See the opening lines of Hala-

yudha's Brahmanasarvasva.) With the Vedas, they gave up the

study of Upanisads, and thus Vedimta philosophy found no place
in Bengal. The system of philosophy by which they assailed the

fftiiyavada of the Buddhists, is absolute realism of the Vaiqesika and

Nydya philosophy. Just as in the last century, the idealism of Barkeley
and Hume was assailed by the realism of Reid and his followers, so

was ten centuries ago the Qimyavad of the Buddhists assailed by the
Brahmans. The Buddhists reduced everything to nothing, but the
Brahmans believed in the existence of the substratum of various things.

They took to the study of the Vaiqesika and Nydya philosophies, wrote
commentaries on the aphorisms, digests, polemics, disputations, and
shewed an activity unparalleled in the history of civilization. At the
time of the Muhammadan conquest, the Maithils took the lead in

intellectual progress. The Buddhists soon disappeared from the soil*

of India, but the Maithils again, in their turn, were out-done by
the Brahmans of Bengal, who founded the last and the most power-
ful school of Nydya philosophy at Nadiya.

The complete isolation of the Eastern Brahmans from the rest of

India, led to the foundation of various schools of Smrti, or Hindu Law,
all over the area embraced by this report. Some of the older schools,
such as those of Jikaiia, rikara, and others, have completely disap-

peared. Those of Cande9vara, and Yacaspati Mi$ra, hold their

sway still in Mithila and Silhet. Those of Jimutavahana and Qiila-

pfmi, displaying the greatest amount of originality in matters of

Hindu Law and Ritual, though decayed, still exercise a powerful
influence in Bengal Proper. But the School of Raghunandan has
cast all these into the shade, and suppressed several other less im-

portant schools.

Subsequent to the time of Raghunandan, different parts of Bengal
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developed different schools, but all these look upon Raghunandan ;n
the chief source of their information. They use, in fact, abridged
forms of Raghunandan's works.

Side by side with the foundation of the Nadiya Schools of NijUijti
and Smrti, there arose a vigorous young Sanskrit literature, under
the auspices of the followers of Caitanya. T r<>te drama.-,

epics, lyrics and poetics. Gradually, as their community mere;

they wrote on Law and Rituals, and when they were assailed by others,

they took to philosophical writings also. It is possible, by reading the

Bengali works of this sect, to write a complete history of tin

krit literature ; because no religious sect in India bestowed more care
to keep a complete record of the minutest literary and biographical
information interesting to them.

As regards Grammar, Panini has superseded every other School
in other parts of India, compelling them to seek shelter either in

Bengal or beyond India. Bengal seemed to have entertained a latent

aversion to the voluminous works of the School of Panini and as

the Vedas were not studied there the pandits never felt the want
of a complete and scholarly knowledge of grammar. The practi-
cal spirit of the Brahmans of Bengal soon perceived that smaller

grammars would answer the purpose better, and so they took to

Kdtantra, or the Small School, to Mugdhabodha, to Sdrasvata, to

Sayksiptasdra, and to Supadma, and the commentaries, supplements,
and other works, tending to help the study of these grammars, afford

an interesting field to searchers of Sanskrit Manuscripts, and form a

unique feature in the intellectual progress of the people of Bengal.
Another interesting feature of the religious activity of Bengal,

is the widespread belief in Tantrik ceremonies. The field of Tantrik

literature has not as yet engaged the attention of any great European
Oriental scholar. It is difficult to say when the original works on
the Tantras, said to be sixty-four in number, were composed. It is

certain that later Buddhism, both in India or elsewhere, incorporated
much of Tantrik ceremonies. In every collection of Buddhist works,

. at least a third belongs to Tantra. But Tantrikism obtained a most

powerful impetus from the writings of Krsnananda Agamvag^a,
a contemporary of Raghunandan. Since that time there has been
innumerable Tantrik compilations, and the more one goes eastward,
one meets with a larger and larger number of these works. Kamrtip
is said to be the capital of Tantrik worship, and exploration of ^1 >^

in Assam is therefore likely to afford much greater light on the his-

tory of the development of this literature. Though a very large
number of collections of MSS. has been examined, no complete
work of any original Tantra, has yet been obtained.

Original Tantrika works have been found only in fragments. In-

formation has been received that there exist complete collections of

original Tantras at JSTatfii, in Tippara, and also with Piirnananda svaml,

in Benares. It has been arranged that one of the travelling Pandits

will see Niitfii this cold season. Piirnananda has as yet proved inexor-

able. It is the belief amongst learned Brahmans in Bengal, that the
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study of tlie Tantras was extremely useful to them, in resisting the

fascinating influence of Caitanya's religion.

Just as Nadiya was the centre of the study of Nydya, so was
Khunbera in the district of Midnapore long regarded as the chief

place of astrological studies in Bengal, and the Pandits have as yet

kept up the study of astrology. Many new works under this head,
were examined in the place, and in its vicinity.

Laksman Sen was a king of Bengal, he established an

era, and it always appeared strange that that era should be
used exclusively by the Pandits of Mithila. It was with great

difficulty that four or five MSS. were obtained in Eastern and
Southern Bengal, dated in that era. These MSS. again were all writ-

ten in ancient Maithili, and so they did not prove the existence of this

era in Bengal. During the last rainy season, however, the travelling

Pandit, Rakhal Candra Kavyatirtha, was sent to Dinagepur, and he

has brought a number of MSS. of undoubted Bengali origin, dated

in that era. He has examined many more MSS. bearing date in the

same era. Most of these MSS. are on palm-leaves, and above two
hundred years old. It appears that the Laksman era was displaced
in Bengal by the Hijri, under the influence of the Muhammadan con-

querors. Dinagepur was one of the last conquests of the Muham-
madans, and so it patriotically maintained the use of the genuine
Bengal era. It is a remarkable fact, however, that all paper MSS.
from that place are dated otherwise.

An account of important MSS. composed in Bengal and pur-
chsed during the period under review is given below.

NYAYA AND VA^ESIKA.

Lildvatl Kanthdbliarana, a commentary on the well-known work

by Yallabha Nyayacaryya. It is by Qarjkara Mi9ra, the son of Bhava-
nath. The same Qaijkara who has written a commentary entitled

Viv'rti, on the Pra9astabhasya on the Vaiqesika aphorisms. From
the notices brought from Dinagepur, it appears that Qankara, the son
of Bhavanath, was not only a philosopher but a poet also, as he has
written a comedy on the marriage of iva and Parvati, entitled Gauri-

digamvara.
Anumdna-mani-vydkhyd, by Kanad. Kanad plays an important

part in the revival of Sanskrit literature in Bengal during the six-

teenth century. He was a student of Yasudeva Sarwabhauma, who
established the first Tol at Nadiya for the study of Nydya. He finish-

ed his education at Mithila and induced his friend Kaghunath to

proceed to that country. It was, of course, not known that Kanad
left any works behind him, and it is a matter of great satisfaction to be
able to unearth and rescue from oblivion, the work of such an impor-
tant person.

Gttdrahasyaprakdqa. This is a unique work. The Gita has sixty-
three commentaries, (see catalogus catalogorum) but none of these
are by a Bengali Tol Pandit. The work did not enjoy the same popu-
larity in Bengal as in every other part of India. It is not known what
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led so great a professor of Nydya, as Jagadica, to write a commentary
on this work according to the Vedanta system of philosophy. It
would be an interesting study to Vedantists to see how their great
rivals have treated their most favourite works.

Pratyaksdlokavydkhyd. An old paper MS., written in a very
small hand. This appears to be a new commentary on Jayadeva Mi9ra's
commentary on the Tattvacintdmani Part I. The author's name could
not be found.

Qabdakhandarahasya, by Mathura Nfith, is a very rare work.
Other commentaries by Mathura Nath have also been secured, one of
which is Gunaprakdcadldliitirahasya, which may be regarded as a com-

mentary in the sixth remove on the Vaiqesika-siitras, in this way :

1 Vai^esika-sutras.

Commentary by Prasastapada.

Commentary by Udayana.

Commentary by Varddhamana.

Commentary by firomani.

Commentary by Mathura Nath.

Similarly, a commentary on the Cintdmani, in the third remove,

by Mathura Nath, has been obtained. This is called Pratyaksa-dloka-

rahasya. Some curious works have been obtained from Bankura by
the exchange of some printed books from Calcutta. These are Kdrikds
on the Sutras of the various Darganas. They are by one Jagannath
Tarkalarjkara ; the Kdrikds are on Nydya and Vai$ejika} and there

are short commentaries on Sdykhya and Pdtanjala.

SMRTI.

yrdddhapractipa, by Pradyumna arma, an inhabitant of Silhet.

The work was as yet known only in quotations. A complete but very
dilapidated copy has been acquired, by the exchange of a modern

paper copy, made under my supervision. It appears that Pradyumna
wrote other works also, and that he had a school of his own, the only
work of which has been, thus, saved from oblivion.

Quddhitattdrnava, by 9rinath Acaryya cudamani, who preceded
Raghunandan at Nadiya, as the founder of a new School of Smrti.

His works end with the word " Arnava." The names of some of these

works ending with the word Arnava are already known, fuddhi-
tattvdrnava was known only in quotations. Pandit Bhava Nath

Nyayaratna, of Ilchoba, has presented this along with other works to

the Society.

fuddhidipikd, by Qmdvilsa, is another gift by the same learned

pandit. It is a work quoted by Halayudha, the Chief Justice of King
Laksmana Sena.
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a, by Candesvara, in ancient Maithili character,
dated La. Sam. 392. It contains in the opening verses, some infor-

mation about Cande9vara and the Karnataki Dynasty he served

under, which is not given in the description of the work by Mr.

Eggeling. This lias also been acquired in exchange of a paper copy
prepared under my direction.

Qudrdhmkdcdra, by Qiigarbha, is also the remnant of another

decayed school of Smrti. This is not known to Aufrecht. This has
also been acquired by a similar exchange. The codex was transcribed
in Sk. 1462, on palm-leaf.

Karmamimdnsddhi/farana. I am not sure whether this is the
name of the codex, but it is a unique and an interesting work, as it

professes to lay down rules of conduct for the people of G-aur, who
do not read the Vedas. This is also a gift of Pandit Bhavanath.

Smrtisdra Samgraha, by Vacaspati; Incomplete. This is by a
recent author, who quotes Vacaspati Micra and Raghunandana. This
is a paper MS., apparently old, obtained by the gift of Pandit Bha-

vanath, of Ilchova.

Krtyamahdrnava, by Vacaspati Mi9ra. The authorship of this

work was given away by Yacaspati to his patron, Maharaja Harina-

rayan. The work was known only in notices.

Of Smrti works written after Raghunandana, an important work
named Smrtisarvasva, has been secured at Khair. This is based on

Raghunandana, and is sometKing like an abridgment of his vast works.
It was written by Narfiyana Banarji, of Khanakul, who founded a
new school based on Raghunandana. Tradition says that this author,
who goes by the name of Banarji Thakura, completed metrical

abridgments of all the twenty-eight Tattvas of Raghunandana, of

which only Quddhikdrikd is extant, copies of which have been secured.

Two Tattvas, namely, Grahayajna prayogatattva and Vivdhddi-

prayogatattva, over and above the twenty-eight well-known tattvas of

Raghunandana, have also been secured. Some learned men consider

these to be apocryphal, probably because all the Paddhatis by
Raghunandana, along with his Samskdratattva, were rejected by the

learned men of his age. His Tirthatattva, too, not included in the

twenty-eight, has been acquired.
Brahina-samskdra Maftjarl, by Narayana Thakur, the founder of

the Bhatpara family of Pandits.

Jndndnandataraijgini, by Krsnananda, is a unique work on the

Samskdras, or sacraments.

TANTEAS.

Of the original Tantras copies of the following have been
secured :

A copy
of Srstidhara's Commentary on Bhdsdvrtti, has also been acquired.

MUGDHABODHA SCHOOL.

Mugdhabodha is a very short work, and so several works havebeen

written as its Pari$istas, or Appendices. Two of these, one by
Ka9i9vara, and the other by Nandaki9or Cakravartti, as well as

Ramananda's Tika, on Mugdhabodha, has been acquired.

SAMKSIPTASAEA SCHOOL.

Vydkdradvpikd by Nyayapaiicanana, son of Vidyavinod has been

purchased. The codex is complete and quite fresh, though copied
in Sk.

KATANTEA SCHOOL.

cter, showing that very few Bengalis cared for it. The work
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appears to have been composed in Bengal, because the author, Bhatta
Venadatta A'ciiryya, has an undoubted Bengali title, TarkavfigTca.

A fragment of another very important work has been acquired,
named Deqavctlvvivrii, by Jagannatha Pandit, composed about 200

yeas ago, under t he patronage of a Ksatriya Raja in the district of

Patna. It treats of the history and geography of eighteen different

countries, commencing from Behar Eastward. It includes (Descrip-
tions of Burma, Siam, and other countries in the Eastern Penin-
sula. The conquests and character of Raja Sucandra, an ancient
Buddhist King of Magadha, remind us of King A9oka. The Thntknt-

thdng, a Burmese work, also mentions the conquests of King Suc-
endra. It gives an interesting account of the origin of the Yogi
caste, and of the struggle betw&en the Rujaputrakas and Bhiimiharas
for ascendency in Behar during the Musalman period.

The operations of the last three years have considerably increased
our knowledge of ancient Bengali literature. Hit erto, the latter

end of the sixteenth century was regarded as the period for the
commencement of Bengali literature, that is, learned people thought
that the followers of Caitanya were the first pioneers of Bengali
Poetry, and that the Vaisriava literature wTas the earliest effort towards
the formation of a Vernacular literature in Bengal. But Bengali
works of a much higher antiquity have been received or discovered
within the last three years, and every one of them from some out-of-

the-way corner of the Province. One work is dated 1495 A. D.;
another was written during the reign of Husain Shah, 1491 to 1523

;

a third was composed during the reign of Nasrat Shah, the successor of

Husain Shah. Some of these works were written under the patronage
of some Muhammadan grandees, who seem to have followed the
settled policy of the Bengal Saiyad Dynasty, of conciliating the
Hindu population by encouraging the growth and development of

their Vernacular literature. It seems certain that before the acces-
sion of this dynasty to power, Bengal had already a strong body of

Vernacular writers, and that the Vernaculars were encouraged by
the higher classes of Society, the Kayasthas and Brahman s. Mahi-
dhar Basu, who obtained from his Muhammadan sovereign the title

of Gunaraj Khan, and who is the founder of one of the most aristocra-

tic Kayastha clans of Bengal, translated between the years 1472 and
1482, the 10th and llth 8kandhas of the Qrimadbhagavatin beautiful

Bengali verse. Krtibivasa, who was hitherto considered to be a con-

temporary of Akbar, was the grandson of Murari Ojha, and ninth in des-

cent from one of the Brahmans who received Kulinism from Ballal Sen.

Krttivasa, therefore, must have flourished by the middle of the fifteenth

century. He composed a Bengali work on the life and achievements of

Rama, differing widely from the version given by Valmfki. What led
to this literary activity amongst the higher classes is not yet known,
but there are indications by which it may be guessed. It is said

that the goddess of Serpents and Marjgal Candi used to be largely

worshipped by the lower classes, and the Brahmans who deserted
their own camp and became the priests of these aboriginal deities,
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suddenly rose to wealth and power. There were the worshippers of

Dharmaraj, too, who all belonged to the lowest order of society.
The works written for the glorification of these aboriginal deities,
were in the Vernacular, and this fact ensured for them a popularity
which the Brahmanic deities wanted. The Brahmans, therefore,

were compelled to adopt this new method of propagandism, and
translate the great stories of the Rdmdyana, Mahdbhdrata and

Qrimadblidgavata into Bengali. There is no doubt, that the Manasa
literature is the oldest in Bengal, for Bipra Das, who wrote in 1495,

appears to have consulted many previous works. The story of

Dharmaraj, which is the remnant of popula? Buddhism in Bengal
also has gone through various transformations till it was finally
settled by the genius of Ghanaram, in 1710.

From all this it appears that Bengali literature at its earliest

stage, that is, in the 14th and 15th centuries, was confined to the lower
orders of people and to the aboriginal deities, Manasa, Mangal
Candi, and Dharma.

2. That during the 15th century the higher class of Hindus
took to writing Bengali for the purpose of propagating their own
faith.

3. That the Saiyad Dynasty patronized Vernacular literature

as a means of conciliating Hindus of all classes.

4. That by the middle of the 16th century the followers of

Caitanya made the Vernacular the principal medium of preaching
their religion, and wrote a very large number of works in Bengali.

5. With the decline of the activity of Caitanya' s followers, the

Brahmanists took up the Vernacular, and during the whole of the

last century wrote a very large number of excellent works.

The operation of the last three years in search of manu-

scripts in Bengal, has brought to light the following Bengali works,
which were consigned for a long time to undeserved oblivion :

Manasa, by Bipra Das Pippalai, written in 1495, after con-

sulting previous works on the subject. A paper has already been writ-

ten based on this work on the antiquity of the places on the banks of

the Hugli. (See Proceedings, July 1893). This MS. is, unfortunate-

ly, in a very fragmentary condition.

Manasd, by Dvija Vam9i Das, written a little after Bipra Das,

containing a glowing description of a sea voyage by a Bengali, has
been obtained from Babu Umaki9or Ray, Deputy Inspector of

Schools, Dacca. The codex is worm-eaten, with its leaves sticking

together from age and want of care.

A fragment of Dharmamaygal, by Rup Ram, who preceded Ghana-
ram in describing the story of Dharma.

Rdmdyana, by Krttivasa, acquired at Komilla. Since the introduc-

tion of printing in Bengal, this work has gone through various edi-

tions, but ignorant editors have largely interfered with the text of the

author, and have to a very great extent given it a modern air. The
Komilla codex differs greatly from the printed editions, and is likely
to be nearer to what the author wrote.
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by Guimrfrj Khfm, acquired at Visiiupur, in

Bankura. Babu Kedar Nath Datta, a retired Deputy Collector, who
has published an edition of this work, edited it from a worm-
eaten bad manuscript. Our codex is complete, ami in very good
preservation.

Mahdbhdrata, byKavindra Paramecvara,writtenunder the patron-
age of -Para gal Khan, of Chittagong, a distinguished './em -nil of

Husain Shah, acquired at Komilla. This is a Bengali version of the
Sanskrit work, entitled Jaimini Bhdrata,\n its entirety. It is curious
that only the Acvamedha Parva of this work is extant in Sanskrit.

A$vamedha Parva, by rikar Nandf, written under the patrona^'
of Cuti Khan, the son of Paragal Khan, deposited at the house of

Anukiil pandra Ray, at Komilla.

Mahdbhdrata by Sanjaya, acquired at Komilla. This is also aBen-
gali version of the Jaimini Bhdrata in its entirety, differing from that
of Kavindra Paramecvara. The style and idiom of the two works are
so exactly alike, that the authors seem to have flourished much about
the same age.

Krsna Mangal, by Madhav Acaryya, belonging to the family
of Caitanya's second wife, Visnupriya. The work is yet recited

very extensively by the Vaisriava Community. This has been

acquired at Visnupur by the exchange of certain printed works.
Krsna prakaqa ratna, copied at Visnupur, a Bengali version of

the Qrimadbhdgavata.
An account of Caitanya's life, by Cudumani Das, acquired at

Visnupur
Prema mlds, by Narahari Cakravartti, copied at Visnupur.

Pandit Ram Narayana Vidyaratna, of Berhampur, has published an
edition of this work, but the codices consulted by him seem to differ

from the codex from which this copy is made.
Adbhuta Rdmtyana, by Jagatram and his son Ramprasad, written

in Sk. 1677, A'dikanda and Larjkakanda. Acquired at Purulia.
Kdlilid Maygal, by Krsnaram Das, acquired at Visnupur. The

codex was copied at Calcutta in 1753, by one Anandaram for two
rupees and two pieces of cloth. Krsnaram was an inhabitant of

Nimtdj seven miles to the north-east of Calcutta.

Hari-Hara Maygal acquired from Bfrsimhi.

INDIAN MSS.

It would be impossible to deal with works other than those

composed in Bengal, within the short compass of this Report; nor is

the Report expected to give an exhaustive account of all Sanskrit
works written all over India. An attempt will be made here to give
some account of MSS. acquired during the period under review.

A copy of the Rigveda has been acquired at Benares. It is

complete in eight Asfakas. The chief importance of this MS. is that
the first part of it, containing the first Asfaka, marks it as belong-
ing to the farjkhayana akha.
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A MS. of the Vajasaneya Prdti$d/chya was acquired at Benares,
A rather incomplete MS. of Sayana's Commentary has been

acquired, simply because it bears date of the sixteenth century.
A complete MS. of Uvata's Commentary on the " White Yayur-

veda " has been acquired.
A number of paddhatis, on which so much stress was laid by my

predecessor Raja Rajendralal Mitra, has been acquired.
One of the oldest Smrti compilations is the Krtya Kalpataru,

by Laksmidhara, who composed his work under the patronage of

King Govinda Candra, of Kannauj, in the early part of the
twelfth century. One entire volume of this large work, namely,
Ddna/fhanda or Ddnakalpataru, has been recovered from Dinajpur.
It is a palm-leaf MS. dated both in La. Sam. and Sk. in ancient

Bengali. A MS. of the Moksahalpataru also has been acquired.

Munipaticarita is the only good Jain MS. acquired. It is a modern

copy, on Indian paper. Suryya-prajnapti-tikd also a Jain MS. but in-

complete, is a work on astrology.

Kureqamjayavydkhyd, acquired at Vikramapura, is a Vedanta
work of some importance.

Anupavildsa, a little known Smrti work, composed under the

patronage of Anupasimha Rathor, has been acquired.
I have given an account of the work of searching Sanskrit MSS.

during the last three years. Altogether notices of 1,400 works have
been secured and 930 MSS. purchased. But the work is yet incomplete.
I have prepared a list of places visited during the incumbency of Raja

Rajendralala Mitra, a printed copy of which I attach to this ; and I

have given above the names of districts and villages visited during
my time. From this it will be apparent that Jessore, Faridpore,
Barisal, Noakhali, and Chittagong remain yet to be visited, and one ex-

cursion only was made to the whole Province of Orissa, by the Pandit

engaged by Raja Rajendralala Mitra. That Province will have to

be thoroughly explored, as well as the whole of Southern Behar. The
work of searching Bengali MSS. has only commenced, and the Govern-
ment of India has recently imposed the work of searching Hindi works,
too, and arrangements will soon be made in consultation with the Ndgarl
Pracdrini Sabhd, of Benares for undertaking this new work.

Under these circumstances I would request the Council to move
the Government to continue the grant for another term of 5 years.
It would not be out of place to point out here that when my last

report was submitted, there was a year and some months yet to run,
and the Council recommended the continuation of the grant for

three years. It was naturally expected that the grant would termi-

nate on the. 3 1st March 1896, but instead of that the letter of the

Home Department has fixed the limit on the 31st of March 1895, i.e.)

a year earlier.
